during World War I1.

What we in the Resistance did against the
Nazis including the assistance of being able
to keep 127 B-17 pilots (including 45
Americans) out of German hands, bringing
them back to their units, besides the daring
actions of derailing German war material
trains to the front lines (Paris and Bastogne)
after D-Day, possible saving thousands of
lives to name just a few actions requested
by Covert Operations in London, asking us
